Cleaning 
You should use a nonabrasive cleaner.

You can clean your extractor e�ectively 
by simply using a dilute solution of 
water and mild detergent and drying 
to a shine with a clean cloth, such as a 
microfibre cloth.

Cleaning the grease filter   
The grease filter should be kept clean 
to minimise the risk of fire.

At least once a month you should 
remove the grease filter and clean 
it with hot soapy water.  You can also wash the grease filter in a 
dishwasher, ensuring that you place it in an upright position to prevent 
damage from other items in the dishwasher.

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To remove the grease filter
•  Open the hinged panel as shown in Fig. 3.

After rinsing and drying, reassemble the grease filter to the hood by 
reversing the removal process.

Changing the charcoal filter (re-circulating only)

casing as in this photo.  Two 
filters are required, one to go at 
each end of the motor.

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Installation
The metal casing of this appliance has been coated with a 
preservative to protect it during transport and storage.

100mm ducting may be used but this will 
reduce performance and increase the noise of the extractor.
The ducting used should be rigid circular pipe and must be 
manufactured from fire retardant material, produced to BS 476 or DIN 
4102-B1. The lengths of ducting with minimal e�ect on performance 
are as follows:

• 4 metres with 1 x 90° bend.

• 3 metres with 2 x 90° bends.   

• 2 metres with 3 x 90° bends.

Longer ducting can be used but the performance of the extractor will 
likely be reduced.
